Dear Parents,

Your Leader/Co-Leaders would like to share some important information with you about our first Troop Camping Trip. The things we will explain in this letter are the tentative plans. We will be emailing a finalized itinerary before the trip. 
This year we will be camping at Camp Sky Meadow located in Avondale, Pa. Your troop leaders will be arriving at the lodge on Friday the 25th in the afternoon to get everything started. We are asking that everyone arrive no earlier than 6:30pm on Fri. April 25th.  When you arrive at the SkyMeadow please stop and check in at the rangers’ office. If he is not there you may proceed to the Alpine Lodge where we will be staying and we will contact him. Once we have all arrived, we plan to get everyone familiar with Lodge and its surroundings. We will unload  all of our supplies, go over  camp safety rules, set up our beds, and review our “Kaper Chart”.  We will also discuss campfire safety and run a quick Fire Drill as it is very important that our girls know what to do if there were an emergency. We will then have a “nick-name ceremony” so that all of our Daisy’s can choose a Nick Name that will follow them throughout their scouting years. After that, we hope to have some time for a camp fire and smore’s, star gazing, a small craft, nighttime yoga, and/or maybe some story telling. 
Saturday the girls will be helping make a breakfast of pancakes, bacon, and fruit. After we have finished cleaning up from breakfast, we will start our day with a Flag ceremony. We then  plan on having an outdoor scavenger hunt, making shrink dink jewelry, going fishing, making tie-dye t-shirts, going on a nature walk, making duct tape crafts, learning how to use our first compass, and many other fun things. We will also be working together to plant a small tree to celebrate Pennsylvania’s Arbor Day. Saturday’s lunch will be hot dogs over the fire and macaroni & cheese. Dinner will be garden salad, spaghetti/meatballs, and garlic bread. We will finish with a dessert of chocolate cake and homemade ice cream. Saturday night we will be having a bon-fire where we will cook mountain pies and smore’s and share stories with one another. If we are lucky we will be able to see some amazing stars through our telescope.
Sunday morning we will be having a quick and easy breakfast of cereal and donuts. After breakfast we will be working together to ”Break Camp”. This will consist of EVERYONE helping to get their own things packed up and to get the Lodge cleaned up. We are responsible for cleaning the entire Lodge (Sweeping, Mopping, Dusting, Dishes, Toilets, Trash Etc…). If we do not clean it right, we will not receive our deposit back which we are planning on using to cover half the cost of Twilight Camp for the Girls.  There will not be any planned activities for this day, though the girls will have some time to run around and play (While us moms are cleaning(). We plan to depart from Camp Sky Meadow 10:30 – 11:00am.
Your Troop Leaders will be supplying everything needed for the arts and crafts; which will include shoe string bracelets, duct tape crafts, shrink dink jewelry, and tie-dye t-shirts (you must supply white t-shirt as we don’t know everyone’s sizes). We have also reserved everything we will need for fishing, hiking, cooking, and making fires. There is a small store very close to our camp site for any item’s that we may run out of. 

The direct cost of the trip is $7 per child and $7 per adult, and that payment is due today. We are also asking parents to sign-up to bring food items, so we can all share the cost. Please do not feel obligated to sign-up for more than you can afford. This trip is meant to bring joy to our children, not to cause a financial hardship for their parents. Any food items still needed on the sign-up sheet will be covered by troop funds. We will have a First-Aid kit available for any minor scrapes or cuts, and all three of us are certified in First-Aid/CPR if there were any true emergencies.

We are SUPER excited about our first Troop Camping Trip and we hope that all of you can make it. If you have any ideas that we have not mentioned please feel free to let one of us know and we will try our hardest to incorporate it into our trip.
