What is a Girl Scout friendship circle?
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A Girl Scout Friendship Circle is formed by standing in a circle, putting right hands over left hands, and holding hands with the people on either side. If done correctly, the Girl Scouts in the circle should be able to turn and face outside without breaking the circle. 

A Friendship Circle represents the unbroken chain of friendship of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts around the world. 

Many troops use the Girl Scout Friendship Circle to close their troop meetings. They can also share the Friendship Squeeze after singing a song, usually "Make New Friends" (see lyrics below).  As the meeting ends, they turn the circle out and then leave.
Make New Friends (lyrics)
Make new friends,
but keep the old.
One is silver,
the other is gold.

A ring is round,
it has no end.
That's how long,
I will be your friend.
You have one hand,
I have the other.
Put them together,
We have each other!
